 1.       Supervision:
The Consultancy will be executed under the overall supervision of _________________________.
2. Execution:

The actual execution of the Consultancy shall commence only after a separate Agreement, titled ‘Scope of Work’ detailing all the terms, conditions and duties relating to the Consultancy, has been negotiated and signed. This agreement will stand for all collaborative shows done by ___________ (Company) and ________________ in the next _____________ (Duration), unless replaced by a new mutual agreement. All changes to this Agreement will have to be approved by both parties in writing. Execution by means of collaboration between artists and consultants will be at ___________ (Company)  discretion, unless specifically requested by you, and so inducted in the Scope of Work. All designs developed by us, as part of the Consultancy, shall be executed only after an approval has been obtained in writing from your organisation. Any change/s required to the Scope of Work shall be entertained only in the planning stage, and only after your consent is given in writing.   

3. Fees:
The specific provisions relating to payment of fees as finally negotiated and agreed will be based on the agreement of the annex ‘Scope of Work’.  

Our professional fee for the Consultancy in service component ‘Curation’ will be charged on the basis of a shared percentage of the profit made on the sale of art, which in this case will be ____________________________, the other share belonging to ________________. All expenses in the organisation of the show will be equally shared, as enlisted in the ‘scope of work’.

All fees concerning Curation will be paid by _________ within ______ days of the close of a show, and subsequently, within _______days of the sale of a consignment work (remaining at the gallery after a show) at ___________.

Bills shall be delivered ___________ at regular intervals for the work carried out in designing and executing the Consultancy. In the event of non-payment of outstanding fees, we reserve the right to refrain from carrying out any further work on the Consultancy until we are put in funds. All accounts are required to be settled within ________days from the date of receipt of bills. Interest will be charged at _________. for delayed payment.
4. Terms of Business: 

Any show with an artist once confirmed after mutual agreement cannot be cancelled unless in extreme cases. In such cases, the artist must be suitably compensated for any expense made in despatching work, travel, etc. 

Incase the cancellation is made on part of the artist no reimbursements will be made. This will be included in the artists’ personal contract jointly made by ___________ (Company) and ____________.

5. Intellectual Property Rights:

Intellectual property rights created in all material we develop during the execution of the Consultancy including drawings, designs, research reports, models, databases etc shall vest solely with us, unless agreed otherwise in specific circumstances for which there will be a separate Agreement.
